Su-I Hou is a Professor at the University of Central Florida's School of Global Health Management and Informatics 
(SGHMI). She strategically led the expansion of her academic unit from a department to a school and served as SGHMI’s 
founding school director during the pandemic. Since 2015, she has been the health-track coordinator for UCF’s interdisciplinary 
Doctoral Program in Public Affairs (PAF-PhD). Hou is dedicated to global education and exchange, founding and directing the 
Taiwan Study Abroad Program on Asian Culture, Healthcare, & Aging Society at UGA (2011-2015) and subsequently at UCF 
(2017-present). She established the Su-I Hou Global Health Management & Informatics Endowed Scholarship at UCF-SGHMI to 
support students pursuing global learning experiences. Hou received the highest achievement as a Fellow of the American 
College of Healthcare Executives (FACHE), the gold standard credential in healthcare leadership. Hou is a Fellow of the 
Gerontological Society of America (FGSA), representing the Society’s highest membership level, acknowledging her ongoing 
scholarship, service excellence, and dedication to gerontology. 

Before joining UCF in 2015, Hou was instrumental in founding the College of Public Health at the University of Georgia 
(UGA) and served as the founding director of its interdisciplinary Doctoral Program in Public Health (DrPH), the first such 
program in Georgia, leading the proposal development and establishment. She also served as an Associate Editor for Health 
Promotion Practice (2009-2015), the official journal of the Society for Public Health Education, focused on practical health 
promotion and education. Hou is recognized as a service-learning scholar by the Community-Campus Partnership for Health 
(CCPH) and received UGA’s inaugural service-learning research excellence award. 

Hou's research expertise includes mixed-methods research (MMR), program evaluation, community-based participatory 
research (CBPR), and scholarship of teaching and learning (SoTL), focusing on Aging-in-Community (AIC) models, healthy 
aging, patient-centered care, and community strategies for cancer and HIV/AIDS prevention. She collaborates with community 
partners to develop study instruments, assess psycho-social factors, and implement theory-based health programs. 

Hou has taught diverse competency-based courses: Mixed Methods Research, Policy & Program Evaluation; Program 
Dev & Implnt; Epidemiology; Healthcare for the Elderly; Asian Culture & Health; Public Health & Aging, Human Ecology of Health 
& Illness; Community Health; Cancer Communication; Doctoral Seminars; HIV/AIDS, Med Terminology, U.S. Healthcare System. 
Before joining academia, she held leadership roles in healthcare and community settings, serving as the Founding Director of a 
Community Health Department at a major teaching hospital in Taiwan. 

Active in Chinese American communities, Hou served as the 2013-14 President of the Chinese American Academic 
and Professional Association in South-eastern United States (CAPASUS) and continues its executive board. Hou has published 
140+ journal articles, presented 260+ conference papers, and delivered 160+ invited presentations globally. Selected as a 
Fulbright Specialist (2019-2024), Hou received an FS matching award to conduct a global health training project at Ben-Gurion 
University of the Negev in Israel (2022) and has been invited to lead multiple mixed-methods research (MMR) workshops 
abroad. Recently named the 2024-2026 Fulbright-Saastamoinen Foundation Distinguished Chair in Health Sciences, Hou will 
collaborate with researchers at the University of Eastern Finland, particularly its renowned FINGERS team, on brain health and 
dementia prevention using digital technology. Invited to join as a global faculty member at Stanford Center for Asian Health 
Research and Education (CARE), Hou contributes to CARE’s mission to enhance Asian health outcomes through her expertise.
