Training and Development Track (CTE) is in the College of Community Innovation and 
Education, Department of Educational Leadership and Higher Education. We are committed to 
helping professionals further their careers through technical education and industry/business 
training that will assist them to attain the highest level of competence possible in their chosen 
fields. The CTE Bachelor’s degree program transforms students into CTE educational leaders 
and professionals in secondary and post-secondary schools; career and technical centers;

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Additionally, the Career and Technical Education and Workforce Training and Development 
Track B.S. degrees are offered fully online. You can choose to be a fully online student or a 
regular student. The fully online student can only take online courses and cannot use the campus 
facilities. However, fully online students can get tuition discounts and additional support services. 
A Success Coach (UCF Online) supports online track students throughout their academic 
careers from admission through graduation. UCF is committed to this model, and our students 
benefit from it. 
 
The guiding principles of the CTE Bachelor of Science degree programs are the Florida Educator 
Accomplished Practices (FEAPs) and National Board for Professional Teaching Standards – 
CTE. You will see them listed in every syllabus, and you will experience them in each of the 
courses. 

Program Definitions 
First, technical is not the same as technology. Technical skills are associated with competencies 
in a field of study, the content knowledge. For example, a person can have technical skills in 
automotive engineering. Technology is associated with the tools to perform a specific task. For 
example, a person can use technology in a career for automotive engineering, like a CAD 
software program. 

Career and Technical Education and Workforce Training and Development Track fall under the 
Career and Technical Education (CTE) umbrella. CTE is the term that covers all areas of 
business and industry. In Florida, CTE is everywhere: https://careertech.org/Florida. Please 
review the Career Clusters set by Advance CTE for more information or to review the CTE status 
in other states.  

Formal and informal learning. Technical education is the formal side of CTE. Formal education 
is defined as a curriculum (specific content organized into a cluster of courses within a program) 
that leads to degree or diploma in a specific occupation or field of study. Industry training is the 
informal side of CTE. Informal training can include corporate training, workshop training, learning 
and development, professional development, and the like. These types of training can be within 
a field of study. They are usually short and do not lead to a degree or diploma.  

Curriculum 
The Career and Technical Education and Workforce Training and Development Track BS 
programs require a minimum of 120 credit hours. This program offers the upper division courses. 
Students may transfer in with an AA to begin the upper division coursework in the program 
curriculum (see below). Students must complete all University-wide graduation requirements 
(general education, foreign language, Gordon Rule, etc.), some of which are not available via 
distributed learning.

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Admission Requirements: 

1. University General Education Program (GEP) (36 credit hours) – GENERAL AA 
Florida state college. Student must complete the University General Education 
requirements or its equivalent, (i.e. an AA degree from an approved Florida College 
System or State University institution). 

2. Common Program Prerequisite – Student must successfully complete the following 
courses BEFORE admission into this program: ENC 1102 Composition II (3 credit 
hours) with a B- or above. 

3. Have a minimum of 2.5 overall GPA.  
4. Meet the Gordon Rule Requirement 
5. Meet Foreign Language Admission Requirement 

The following sections include the remaining requirements: Program Core (33 credit hours); 
Technical Specialization (30 credit hours); and Restricted Electives (21 credit hours) to include 
9 credit hours in upper division electives and 12 credit hours in internship.

Internship (12 credit hours): The internship course is a learning activity that takes place in a face-to-face 
or web-based authentic setting in which students must apply, reflect upon, and refine knowledge and skills 
acquired in the program. The internship experience gives students full control of the operational setting 
where they are placed (e.g., such as primary face-to-face or web classroom teacher) while being observed 
and mentored by a supervising teacher and UCF faculty member).
